Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP)
Offers cash and crisis grants for households that fall at
or below 150% federal poverty income guidelines. Gross
income limits for Household Size of (1) is $23,475
Household size (2) $31,725

These grants can range from $300 to $2000 based on
household size, income and fuel type.
Applications close April 10, 2026.

Property Tax/Rent Rebate

The rebate program benefits eligible Pennsylvanians age
65 and older; widows and widowers age 50 and older;
and people with disabilities age 18 and older. The in-
come limit is $48,110. Only half of Social
Security income is counted. Rebates are between $380 -
$1000, but supplemental rebates for qualifying home-
owners can boost rebates higher.

Application Deadline is June 30, 2026.
